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SUPPORT

Transport and General Workers Union members at Kewal
brothers in West Bromwich have been on strike since May 16th.

The strike began because three TGWU members were
dismissed without good cause in an attempt to break the trade
union organisation at this clothing factory. Other workers then
went on strike demanding their reinstatement and recognition of
the union - which the employer has been refusing for the past
twelve months.

The workers are all Asian, with a great majority being
women. Unemployment is very high amongst black workers and
employers are using the recession to take advantage. Some of the
workers are paid £1.00 per hour whilst conditions are appalling.

This dispute raises the issue of what is happening to black
workers, especially Asian women at the present time. Black
workers find themselves forced to work in sweatshops after
facing racism elsewhere.

A successful campaign against sweatshop conditions and for
the right to join a union by these workers will be a step forward
not only for trade unionism but for the fight against racism and
sexism as well.
