FRAMED ... NEWHAM 8!

8 ASIAN YOUTHS AGED 15-21 WERE ARRESTED ON FRIDAY 24th SEPTEMBER 1982 AFTER INCIDENTS
WITH PLAIN-CLOTHES POLICE OFFICERS AND FACE SERIOUS CHARGES RANGING FROM THREATENING
BEHAVIOUR TO ACTUAL BODILY HARM.

One of the youths was hospitalised for several days as a result of his being beaten
up by the police. All the youths arrested were subjected to racist abuse and
harassment by the police.

The youths were arrested after a series of attacks upon Asian kids by racist white
thugs. Asian kids at Little Ilford School were attacked by armed white youths on no
less than three occasions in the week leading up to September 24th. In one particular
incident 60-70 white youths with iron bars and sticks went on the rampage in East Ham
and Manor Park looking for Asians to beat up.
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The only crime committed by these youths was that of defending themselves and the
community from these attacks.

Again and again, from the case of the Virk brothers to that of the Bradford 12, we
have witnessed a total failure on the part of the police to take firm action against
racist attacks. While the police concentrate on arresting the victims of these
attacks we still wait for action to be taken against the perpetrators.

In Newham and all over East London black people are regularly subjected to racist
abuse and attacks with no action whatsoever from the 'authorities'. On the other
hand when Asian youths tried to defend themselves against violent racist attacks at
Little Ilford School the police framed them. The youths were attacked by plain
clothes police officers who did not declare their identity and almost immediately
uniformed police arrived on the scene and arrested the youths.

"UNTIL ALL ARE FREE, WE ARE ALL IMPRISONED'

The fight of the Newham 8 who were framed is also our fight. Today it is the
Newham 8, tomorrow it could be you. It is essential that the community mobilises
to defend the eight youths for it is not just they who are in the dock .... it is

all of us.
