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Makhan Singh is a victim of racial harrassment and the Police.
He is a single, middle-aged, timid Asian. Makhan lives on a
Hunslet Council housing estate which is notorious for its
racialism, He has lived there for a few years and has faced
racial harrassment from the white residents.

The Housing Office have received threats to move him out
because he is black. His windows have been smashed on sev-
eral occasions, and despite calling the Police for help and
despite identifying the people who broke the windows, nothing

--has been done by the Police. As a result, Makhan lives in

fear of his life, especially as he lives alone.

on 19 November 1984, he was arrested and charged with breaking
a8 neighbour's window = the same neighbour who Makhan had
identified as having broken his windows!

At Holbeck Police Station, the Police, in collusion with the
neighbour, fabricated the case against Makhan. This is not
the first time that the Police at Holbeck have arrested him
for something which he has not done. They had previously
arrested and locked up Makhan for 3 days and later denied
that they had done this! Makhan made 2 complaints against
the Police and as usual they were unsuccessful.

Makhan Singh is the victim of racism which is occuring in
Leeds. One of the most recent attacks was carried out by the
fascist organisation 'Column B88' where they set fire to an
Asian shop; but the family managed to escape. These attacks
are typical of those occuring throughout the country., Black
people are subjected to racism from all sources including the
Police, Courts and other institutions.

Black people must unite to fight racialism. Today Makhan Singh
is suffering, tomorrow it could be you, or a member of your
family! The Makhan Singh Defence Campaign appeals to everyone
to support this campaign.

Makhan's case will be heard at the Leeds Magistrates Courts
at the Town Hall at 10. am on Monday 15 April 1985, where he will
be represented by Barrister Mohammed Rafiq from the Law Centre.

It is very important that all black people unite and support
Makhan Singh's Defence Campalgn by turning up on the day, and

showing solidarity and support, because he is innocent! _
