Ths reality facing black people today is a dangerous one, racial violence is increasing, Famll;es have
been split up through barbaric immigration laws which have legitimised and given the go-ahead, in making
racism respectable.

Recent event around the country speak for themselves:

* Agian shoolboy, Ahmed Igbal Ullahr, was stabbed to death in Manchester.
* Attempted departation of a two year old boy in Bradford.

* Introduction of Racist visa controls for black visiters only

* Police raids and military-style accupation of St. Pauls and Brixton
Far right's - 'Freedom Association’, invites racist head teacher to
speak at a meeting in Sheffield - Five people arrested.

PICKETS OF RACIST MEETING NOW ON CRIMINAL CHARGES

Honeyford the 'retired' headteacher from Bradford came to speak in Sheffield last month, 200 people turned
up to peacefully protest at his presence in Fulwood church. Then the police came. As a result of them
trying to break up the pickst Five people were arrested. The police have made this anti-racist protest
into a criminal act.

WHO IS HONEYFORD?

He is the man whose views Bradford City Council found so racist they first suspended him and then 'retired’

. him. He now lives on the. £161,900 pay off while touring the cuuntry airing his racist views and attacking

anti-racist education.

Parents, children from the black community in Bradford and the C;ty Council found these views completely
incompat'ible with his position as a headteacher.

For instance, he claimed that, black parents were responsible for under-achievement of pupils (by allowing
vigits to the Asian Sub-Continent or by bringing them up as single-parents) and also that black community
from Pakistan are deeply involved in drug-smuggling, and, he asserted, "cultural enrichment" for Afro-
Caribbean children meant "loud music to the detriment of their white neighbour's sanity".

He also claimed that he is non-racist. However, a week before he spoke in Sheffield a young black pupil
was stabbed to death at school. This was in Manchester, Honeyford's home town. Had he, condemned or

The police in their attempts to 'keep the peace' in fact intimidated the demonstrators, and ignored 3everal

. 'Freedom-Association' supporters who racially taunted people on the picket.

The Sheffield's press made Honeyford and the Freedom Association (which has nothing to do with freedom
but has every thing to do with UNION SMASHING) look respectable.

IT COULD HAVE BEEN YOU FACING CHARGES. While racists are free to organise, those opposed to them are
criminalised. We ask everyone to support the picket of the Court on 3 November 1986, when the Five are
up again. Last time over 70 people turned up at both pickets. Let's hope this time it's 270. Help us
to wake them DROP THE CHARGES
