Akhtar came to Britain in 1982 as a visitor. Walait is a
British born UK citizen. They both consented to an
arranged marriage and are now living happily with
their daughter Samira, in Cheetham Hill, Manchester.

Akhtar applied to the Home Office to remain here on
the basis of his marriage to Walait, instead the Home
Office are accusing him of marrying with the primary

purpose of settling in this country. On this basis they
refused his application.

Akhtar now faces deportation and his case raises
mattérs of deep concern.

MATTERS OF DEEP CONCERN

% Contrary to principles of British justice, Akhtar is being presumed
guilty until proven innocent. Furthermore he will have to satisfy the
Home Office of his innocence. What makes it particularly worrying
Is that the Home Office can simply choose not to be satisfied.
