THE BELLE VUE ATTACK

At approx 2.15am on 6éth Oct '85, & ceach load of

whites from outside Bradford decscended near a cafe

in Menningham Lane. A brick was thrown, smashing

the cafe window. Three women sitting by the window

were badly cut by shattered gless. The attack continued

with a hail of strnes and racizl sbuse, The police

whe were arcound, let all thie happen unhindered while

preventing a gathering crowd of mairly bleck Eradfordiens
from getting nesr the scene. There were some miesiles

aimed towards the coech from the back of the angry

and agitated crowd. The police set dogs on them

end arrested twoc by-standers. They called for reinforce-
ments and prepared for a riot situzticn. They escorted

the coach with the racists out of Bradford. They

did not arrest any of the real offenders.

Thie cempaign, formed by the people who were at the
ecene, including the twe defendants are appealing for support
from organisations, trade unions and individuals to
facilitate their campaign for:

Compensation for the damage done to persens and property.

An explanation from the poclice as to why they allowed
the racial attack to take place unhindered. Why

were there no arrests made of any of the raciet offenders?

Pefending the two charged with causing criminal damage
to the coeach.

We are asking organisaticns and trade uniens to affiliate
te the campaion. A minimum of £10 is requested of
organisations and trade unions and individuals are requested
a minimum of £2.
