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The Aslam Family, from Longsight, Manchester, are under threat of deportation. The
father has been here since 1973, the mother since 1974. Their three children, Sabina
(6 years cold), Leila (2 vyears old), and Adil JdJamsl (1l months ¢©ld) were born here.

Both elderly parents of Mrs Aslam, - who are permanently resident in Britain, are
severely 111 and heavily dependent on her and her family. Since they came here,
the Aslam family has been totally self~-supporting. - By deporting the parents, the
Home QOffice 1s attempting to split them from their three young children.

The Aslam family are victime of the racist Immigration Laws. The Home Office,

through these immigration laws, has been deporting over 200 black people every month.

The Aslam Family Defence Campaign is fighting for the right of the family to stay
in this country without any state harassment. The Aslam family has initiated this
campaign to highlight their plight and the plight of bhundreds of cther black people
who are facing similar situations. This 1s an open democratic campaign supported
by many individuals as well as local and national organisations.

The campailgn has already held a Public Meeting attended by over 150 lccal people
and a successful Pemonstration of nearly 200 people supported by a number of local
and national groups. We have already collected over 6,000 signatures demanding the
Home Office stop the deportation of the Aslam family.
