BABA BAKHTAURA

Baba Bakhtaura is a folk singer living in Birmingham. He is well known and
much loved within the Asian community in Britain. He is disabled and makes
his living by singing at weddings and temples. In addition he performs at
many religious, social and charity events. Baba is an important and valuable
member of our community and needs your support to stay in this country.

THREATENED WITH DEPORTATION

Baba came to Britain in 1979. He formed a close attachment with the community
and made the decision to stay. Im 1982 he was charged with 'overstaying' his
visit and sentenced to two months imprisonment. The Home Office then decided
to deport him.

Baba appealed to the High Court. Because of a'strong campaign and great
support from the community, it ruled in his favour. The Judge said that it
was in the interest of the community that Baba stays.

But the Appeal Court soon afterwards changed this decision and ruled for

The fight has now gone to the House of Lords where Baba's case will be heard
at the end of this year. It is important that we as a community strongly
demonstrate our need of Baba's valuable services, and tHat his deportation
would be a great loss to our community and culture.

RACISM IN BRITAIN

Bapa is one of the 60 or so black people who are deported every week under
Britain's racist immigration laws. These laws also keep thousands of black
families divided across continents, causing a lot of heartache. Nearly every
year the British government passes more racist laws attacking the rights of
black people. For Social Security, Education and Housing we are treated as
illegal and have to show our passports.. Now the racists are increasing their -
attacks on our people, burning our homes, our shops and our temples. All of
this brings added fear and uncertainty to our communities.
